2021 Hirsch, ‘Zöbing’, Riesling, Kamptal, Austria

A family run estate in Kamptal, headed by Johannes Hirsch, his father Josef, and wife Sandra. This is a beautiful 
wine region with vineyards that sit on terraces overlooking the Kamp river. Their Riesling has wonderful precision 
and crisp fruit. 

2023 Domaine aux Moines, ‘Les Berceau des Fées’, Chenin Blanc, Loire, France

Based in a town called Savennières on the northern banks of the Loire River, this is a domaine run by a mother 
and daughter team; Monique and Tessa Laroche. They have 12 hectares of vines, specialising in dry Chenin 
Blanc. This wine forsakes the appellation of Savennières, by opting for a shorter maturation time before bottling, 
yet remains rich and ample.

2023 Vasse Felix, ‘Heytesbury’, Chardonnay, Margaret River, Western Australia

Founded in 1967 as one of the pioneering wineries of the Margaret River, this is recognised today as one of 
the great Chardonnay vineyards of Australia, planted by the founder of the estate - Dr Thomas Cullity. A great 
example of how to balance a generosity of fruit with oak, while retaining a lively acidity.

2020 Massolino, Barolo, Nebbiolo, Serralunga d’Alba, Piedmont, Italy

Fourth generation brothers; Franco and Robert Massolino are recognised as one of the great producers of 
Barolo. Coupled with their winemaker Giovanni Angeli, they are making very perfumed and lifted Barolo.
They are based in Serralunga d'Alba and wines from this sub region of Barolo offer a powerful expression of fruit, 
while also having elegant and fine tannins.

2015 Château Rauzan-Ségla, 'Ségla', Cabernet Sauvignon I Merlot , Margaux, Bordeaux, France

Margaux produces some of the finest, and elegant red wines in Bordeaux, and Château Rauzan-Ségla is one of the 
most established 2ieme Grand Cru Classé. This is a second wine which they produce from it their own vineyards, 
surrounding the château. Cabernet Sauvignon led and blended with Merlot, and a smidge of Petit Verdot and 
Cabernet Franc, this is a classic yet refined blend.

2016 François Chidaine, Moelleux, Loire Valley, France

One the southern banks of the Loire River you'll find Montlouis-sur-Loire where husband and wife; François and 
Manuéla Chidaine reside. Chenin Blanc reigns supreme here, and often produced in an array of styles, ranging 
from dry to sweet. This is a Moelleux which defines a sweet wine that focuses on fruit intensity and energy.

2020 Domaine Weinbach, ‘Cuvée Sainte Catherine’, Riesling, Grand Cru, Alsace, France

Alsace produces some of the most reputed Rieslings in the world, and this comes from one of the greatest, and 
the oldest, Grand Cru vineyard in Alsace, the hill of Schlossberg Grand Cru. This vineyard has been renowned for 
making incredible Riesling since the 15th century and today Weinbach produce wine from it with an incredible 
balance of weight, finesse and structure.

2023 Sadie Family, ‘Kokerboom’, Sémillon, Swartland, South Africa

Eben Sadie is often regarded as making some of the greatest, if not the greatest, wines of South Africa. 
Kokerboom is made from 90-year-old vines of Sémillon Blanc and Sémillon Gris planted on the Citrusdal 
Mountain in Swartland. These bush vines have never been irrigated, nor seen any herbicides or pesticides and 
produce a tiny number of grapes. While Semillon is generally a subtle wine, this has far more character and 
generosity than any other Semillon most people will come across.

2022 Domaine Henri & Gilles Buisson, Saint-Romain 'Sous la Velle', Chardonnay, Burgundy, France

Brothers; Franck and Frédérick Buisson can trace their grape growing lineage back to 1758, and today are 
recognised as producing wonderful wines made from Chardonnay and Pinot Noir. They farm 20ha in and around 
the town of Saint-Romain which sits high up on the slopes of the Côtes de Beaune. This wonderful Saint-Romain 
produces pure, nuanced and crystalline Chardonnay.

2022 Williams Selyem, Anderson Valley, California, USA

What once started as a hobby, between two friends - Burt Williams and Ed Selyem - making wine out of a 
car garage on the weekends of the late 70s ended up becoming not only a profession, but a one of the most 
celebrated wineries of California. This Pinot Noir is matured for 11 months in French barriques, and offers a deep, 
dark and brooding style of Pinot Noir.

2009 Brokenwood, ‘Graveyard Vineyard’, Shiraz, Hunter Valley

Regarded as the finest red wine of New South Wales, the Graveyard Vineyard Shiraz is a blend of the best parcels at 
the Brokenwood Estate. Matured in French oak barrels and carefully cellared for 15 years in bottle, this 2009 shows 
wonderful red fruit, spice and suppleness.

2021 Château d’Yquem, Premier Cru Supérieur Sauternes, Bordeaux, France

Château d'Yquem one of the most famous wines of the world. Adored for its harmonious sweetness while 
showcasing an incomparable array of fruit, body and weight. A blend of Sauvignon Blanc and Sémillon it is 
matured for three years in French barriques which adds incredible complexity and sweet spice.
